Super premium fruit has been 
selected for this label, which was openly fermented and 
hand basket pressed prior to oak maturation.  This label is 
a strictly limited release wine due to the scarcity of the 
exceptional fruit which gives this wine its exquisite berry 
and plum flavours.
